FAMILY DETAILS 1891 CENSUS

Aged 8, living at the Townsend Farm, North Street with his father, James Swyer Miller (37) and his mother Adelaide (nee Blackmore) (36). Frank’s grandfather, John, ran the farm and employed his father as the Farm Bailiff. Living with them were his brothers, Sydney (11), Arthur John (known as Jack) (6) and his sisters, Agnes(7) and Gertrude (2). Also living there were Frank’s grandfather John (75), his grandmother Arabella (nee Bartlett) (70), his aunt Ann Miller (28) and cousin Millie Bartlett (9). By 1901, only Jack  & Gertrude were still living at home.


DATE & CIRCUMSTANCES OF DEATH

19 August 1917

Killed during the Third Battle of Ypres, known as the Battle of Paschendaele, in the attack which began on the 16 August in the area around Langemark east of Ypres. The Dorsets lost 150 men killed & wounded on the 17 August and it is likely that Frank was one of those wounded who died 2 days later. Probably because of the considerable amount of fighting that continued in this area over the following months, his body was never found.

COMMEMORATED ON THE TYNE COTT MEMORIAL 

The Tyne Cott Memorial commemorates the names of some 35,000 men whose graves are not known. Together with a further 11,952 burials it is the largest Commonwealth War Cemetery in the world.
