Circumstances of death not known

BURIED AT THE ROCQUIGNY-EQUANCOURT ROAD BRITISH CEMETERY, MANANCOURT.

The nearby village of Etricourt was occupied by Commonwealth troops in April 1917 during the German withdrawal to the Hindenburg Line. It was lost in March 1918 during the German spring offensive and regained in September. The cemetery was begun in 1917 and used by 21st and 48th Casualty Clearing Stations. The cemetery contains 1,838 burials and commemorations of which 21 are unidentified.
