There is no trace of a William Cox living in Bere Regis or the surrounding Parishes in 1901 or 1891. A Cox Family lived in Church Lane, Bere Regis in 1901. A Cox family also lived in Tonerspuddle in 1901 and included George Cox aged 32, the head of the family. If this is our man, he would have been aged 45 at the time of death.


DATE & CIRCUMSTANCES OF DEATH

1 NOVEMBER 1914

William Cox was a member of the crew of the armoured cruiser Good Hope which formed part of Admiral Craddock’s South American Squadron. The Squadron was involved in the Battle of Coronel off the Pacific coast of Chile against the German East Asiatic Squadron under Admiral Spee. The out-gunned and lightly armoured Good Hope received several direct hits early in the action and sank with the loss of all 1300 hands when the main magazine blew up.
The battle of Coronel was the first major naval engagement of the War and the first since the Battle of Trafalgar 100 years previously
