BURIED AT BERLES NEW MILITARY CEMETERY
Berles-au-Bois is situated 15 kms south west of Arras. It remained in British hands from the summer of 1915 until the end of the war. It contains 150 casualties from the First War

AGE AT DEATH

37 years

William was the elder brother of Percy Lockyer who served in the same Battalion and was killed a year earlier.
